• Many of 400,000 graduates coming from 1300 engineering colleges might not be 
employment or research ready 

• Hence, Quality of graduates coming to US has been decreasing over the years 
• Critical shortage of graduate students &  Phds  in India for good quality research 
 
Hence, there are opportunities for Indo – US collaboration to cross-pollinate best practices in 
Engineering Education. 

 
 
  
With an aim to increase the quality of undergraduate engineering education, Research & 
development and to prepare students for global economy, an Indo-US Engineering faculty

Two pilots would be commissioned in each of the thrust areas and roll them out in India-US to seek 
feedback. Based on the learning, modified pilots would be implemented in new regions and thus 
scale will be achieved geographically.
